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BLOOD DRAWS
Indications for blood draws will be limited to:

1.  Medical cases requiring laboratory documentation (blood tube information is  

     provided in Reference Section, page R 126).


A.  Suspected hypoglycemia (prior to IV glucose)


B.  Suspected drug overdose


C.  Unconscious patient, unknown cause


D.  Trauma patients


E.   Hypotensive patient, unknown cause


F.   Suspected MI


G.  Suspected Stroke


H.  Unstable Medical Condition

2)  Method of transporting field blood samples


A.  The blood tubes should be labeled with the patient’s name, date, time of draw, 
and the initials and agency of drawer.


B.  The blood tubes should then be placed in a sealable plastic bag bearing a 
bio-hazard logo and this bag taped to the patient’s IV bag.

3.  Legal blood alcohol specimens.  Use aseptic technique (povidone-iodine and 
     NO alcohol swabs).

                 Blood for legal alcohol determination may be drawn at the request of law 

                 enforcement as provided in RCW 46.20.308.  Document law enforcement

                 request on "Direction to Take Blood Test" form provided in front pocket of

                 this book.
