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POST-RESUSCITATION HYPOTENSION
1)
IV, if not already done.

2)
Assist ventilation, as necessary.  ET intubation if patient unresponsive and


not already intubated.

3)
Oxygenate with 100% 02.

4)
If systolic BP < 90, assess volume status.  If lungs clear, consider trial infusion of 
0.9 NS.  If rales present, consider Dopamine infusion.

5)
If patient intubated, consider NaHCO3 1.0 mEq/kg IV, followed by 


0.5 mEq/kg q 10 min., as needed.
