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ATIVAN (Lorazepam)

THERAPEUTIC EFFECTS:  Anticonvulsant 

INDICATIONS:  
1.  Major motor seizures




2.  Status epilepticus

CONTRAINDICATIONS:  Hypersensitivity, acute narrow angle glaucoma, hypotension, and respiratory failure.

RELATIVE CONTRAINDICATIONS:  Respiratory distress and decreased LOC.

PRECAUTIONS/SIDE EFFECTS:  Respiratory depression, hypotension, sedation, nausea, and vomiting.

ADULT DOSAGE/ROUTE:  Dilute 1:1 with an equal volume of NS and give IV, IM* or IO 1.0-2.0 mg slowly and may repeat 3-5 minutes up to a total dose of 4.0 mg.

PEDIATRIC DOSAGE/ROUTE:  Dilute 1:1 with an equal volume of NS and give IV, IM*, PR or IO 0.1 mg/kg q 3 min to a maximum dose of 2.0 mg.

* IM Ativan should not be diluted.
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
