Hydroxocobalamin





THERAPEUTIC EFFECTS:  The action of the hydroxocobalamin in the treatment of cyanide poisoning is based on it ability to bind cyanide ions.  Each hydroxocobalamin molecule can bind one cyanide ion by substituting it for the hydroxo ligand linked to the trivalent cobalt ion, to form cyanocobalamin, which is then secreted in the urine.





INDICATIONS:     For the treatment of known or suspected cyanide poisoning including patients in CPA secondary to smoke inhalation.


							


CONTRAINDICATIONS:    Known hypersensitivity to hydroxocobalamin or cyanocobalamin 





PRECAUTIONS/SIDE EFFECTS:  Potential nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, and abdominal


pain, eye swelling, irritation, or redness, red colored urine, red colored skin and mucus


membrane, acne like rash.

Indication 1:     5 g (2  2.5 vials) administrated IV over 15 minutes.  May   


                         be repeated x’s 1 based upon the clinical severity of the        


                         poisoning with the rate of infusion ranging from 15     


                         minutes to 2 hours based on the patient’s condition.  Each 


                         vial should be reconstituted with 100 ml of NS and rocked 				  or rotated for 30 seconds to mix solution and then infused 


                         over 7.5 minutes.
