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IPECAC SYRUP*
THERAPEUTIC EFFECTS  Acts on the emetic centers of the brain and on the stomach to induce vomiting.  Emesis usually occurs within 10 minutes.

INDICATIONS  Poisoning and overdose.

CONTRAINDICATIONS  Reduced level of consciousness, corrosive ingestion, petroleum distillate ingestion, or antiemetic ingestion (especially phenothiazine).

PRECAUTIONS/SIDE EFFECTS  Monitor airway and have suction ready.  Do not administer activated charcoal until emesis has occurred.

ADULT DOSAGE/ROUTE  15.0 to 30.0 ml orally followed by 2 to 3 glasses of warm water or carbonated beverage.

PEDIATRIC DOSAGE/ROUTE  15 ml orally followed by 2 to 3 glasses of warm water or carbonated beverage.
