If comatose or in respiratory distress, begin high flow O2, administer Narcan, 
IV/IM/ET (0.5-2.0mg).*

If no immediate response consider ET intubation.

Cardiac monitor & IV.

A) Product and route



B) Time of incident



C) Amount taken



D) History of medications
