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1)
High flow O2.  Assist ventilation, as needed.  Consider ET intubation.

2)
Take spinal precautions.

3)
Cardiac monitor & IV.

4)
Chemstrip.  If blood glucose < 60, obtain blood sample, and administer 50 ml 
50% dextrose  IV.

5)
Perform secondary assessment; look for signs of trauma.

6)
Administer Narcan 0.4 mg IV and, if no response to initial dose, administer Narcan 1.6 mg IV.*

* This drug may be given IM or via the endotracheal tube if IV access cannot be established.  Naloxone may be given intranasally via Mucosal Atomization Device (MAD) at a dose of 2.0 mg.
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
