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MEDICAL
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GRAND MAL SEIZURE

1)
Protect patient and patient's airway from harm.

2)
High flow O2 & IV.

3)
Chemstrip.  If blood glucose < 60, obtain blood sample, and administer 50 ml 
50% dextrose IV.

4)
If blood glucose < 60 and unable to establish IV, give Glucagon 1.0 mg IM or SQ.

5) If seizure activity persists more than two (2) minutes or patient has recurrent seizures, administer lorazepam IV, IM, or IO 1.0-2.0 mg slowly and may repeat in 3-5 minutes up to a total dose of 4.0 mg.*

*  If lorazepam is unavailable, midazolam may be given as a substitute.
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
