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EMERGENCY DELIVERY

1) High flow O2.
2) Place mother supine.
3) Large bore IV of 0.9 NS (time permitting)
4) Apply gentle counterpressure to baby's head as it delivers.

5) As soon as head delivers, suction baby's mouth and nose with bulb syringe.

6) Assist delivery of shoulders and rest of body.

7) After delivery, clamp cord, using 2 clamps 6" from baby's body.  Cut cord between clamps.

8) Dry baby off and keep baby warm.  Clear airway.

9) Let placenta deliver normally.  Do not pull on cord.

10) Place delivered placenta in plastic bag for transport.

11) After delivery of placenta, massage uterus firmly.

12) Examine perineum for tears.  Apply direct pressure with gauze to any bleeding tears.  Do not pack vagina.

13) Estimate blood loss.  Treat for hypovolemia, as needed.
