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AED Defibrillation Protocol*

AED Technicians in Spokane County are authorized to deliver unlimited number of countershocks as long as the unit continues to charge.

All defib technicians should strive to meet the following goals:


A.  CPR is interrupted for a minimum of time;


B.  V-fib is shocked repeatedly and as fast as possible;


C.  Overall patient care and safety are never neglected.

GENERAL ORDERS
1.  Immediately verify cardiopulmonary arrest by the absence of consciousness, respirations, and pulse.

2.  If time to scene is greater than 5 minutes and effective bystander CPR is not in progress, 5 cycles of  

     CPR should be performed prior to defibrillation.    

3.  Initiate protocol.

Operational Guidelines**
A.  Turn unit power on   

B.  Attach defibrillator pads (use pediatric pads, if available) for patients < 12 years of age

C.  Begin verbal report

D.  CLEAR THE PATIENT, press analyze

E.   If a shockable rhythm is present, the defibrillator will charge 
      (Insure there is no physical contact with the patient)

F.   Deliver shock #1 

G.  Resume CPR immediately 

H.  CLEAR THE PATIENT, press analyze 

I.   If a shockable rhythm is present, the defibrillator will charge. 

      (Insure there is no physical contact with the patient)

J.    Deliver shock #2

K.   Resume CPR immediately

L.   CLEAR THE PATIENT, press analyze
M.  If a shockable rhythm is present, the defibrillator will charge

      (Insure there is no physical contact with the patient)

N.   Deliver shock #3 

O.   Resume CPR immediately

P.  Check for pulse, if none present

Q.  Repeat steps “D” through “N” @360J (for biphasic unit, follow manufacturer’s recommendations)

as long as the defibrillator charges or  ALS arrives
*Age and Weight Guidelines:  AEDs may be applied to children down to 1 year of age who remain in cardio pulmonary arrest after 1 minute of CPR.  The smaller children’s pads (if available) should be used in this age group.

**Safety  All defib technicians should have a heightened awareness of safety, always remembering to insure that all personnel are clear of the patient and the environment is safe prior to analyzing and/or delivery of countershocks.                 
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
