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GLOSSARY
Hypoglycemia Blood glucose < 60.

Hypotension Low blood pressure relative to age of patient (example: BP < 90, adult) often accompanied by compensatory tachycardia.  Equally important are signs of clinical hypoperfusion such as cyanosis, delayed capillary refill, palor or diaphoresis.

Rigor Mortis Muscle stiffness following death, which affects all muscles at the same time, but which is first detectable in the short muscles.  Determination of rigor mortis should include immobility of the jaw muscles and the upper extremities.

Spinal Precautions Use of techniques of immobilization often using cervical collars, spine boards, straps, tape and other materials that maintain the spine in axial alignment during treatment and transport.

Trial Volume Infusion Administration of a measured amount of crystalloids to improve blood pressure.  Adult - 250 ml NS; Pediatric - 20 ml/kg NS.

Unwitnessed Arrest Defined as the total absence of observers or witness information pertinent to the temporal moment of patient collapse.  Also, those situations where witness information states that collapse occurred > fifteen(15) minutes prior to arrival of medical personnel.
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
